Intensive English Program (IEP): 12 weeks (mandatory) 

IEP Program dates:  May - for a September start in high school                   

   October - for a February start in high school

skills and Advanced grammar instruction.  (Students must be High 

intermediate before choosing the academic path). 
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Students enroll for a full year or half-year at a Prince Edward Island high school. Students participate 

in academic subjects such as: mathematics, physics, chemistry, biology, Canadian Studies, English, 

French, and a variety of elective courses.
