The Certificate in Teaching English as a Second/Foreign Language is a comprehensive introduction to 
the field of teaching English as a Second Language. The certificate includes a theory and practical 
component.  

 

�x The Certificate in TESL/TEFL is offered by distance in two formats: self-paced or group 
paced. 

�x The certificate course is 100 hours in length.   

�x Participants who hold a university degree and are native English speakers, or are non-native 
English speakers who have achieved qualifying English proficiency scores* , are eligible to 
apply for Certification with TESL Canada.  (*Non-native speakers must show proof of a 
TOEFL score of 213, IELTS score of 6.5 overall, MELAB score of 85 with a speaking test score 
of 4, or CanTEST: listening, reading and writing 5, and speaking 4.5. 

�x The practicum includes 10 hours of classroom observation and 10 hours of supervised 
teaching with adult ESL learners 

 
Course Content: 

Students in the certificate program will look at the following subjects:  lesson planning, 

classroom management, language acquisition, techniques and methods of language teaching, 

teaching grammar, teaching receptive skills, teaching productive skills, teaching vocabulary, 

curriculum development, writing in ESL/EFL classes, second language reading, teaching listening 

comprehension, and speaking in the L2 classroom. 

 

 

 

Group-paced program 

The group-paced program is comprised of 11 weeks, each entailing approximately 12 hours to 

complete readings and assignments.  The course is delivered using Moodle, a Virtual Learning 

Environment (VLE) that offers interaction between a facilitator and students.  Each course will have 
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materials, along with a variety of tools, features, and interactions to enhance your learning 

experience.  Minimal internet, email and word processing skills are all that is needed to successfully 

participate in this group-paced program.  A minimum of 6 registered students is required to begin 

the interactive, group-paced program.
